So you don't rotate your hand 
in a horizontal manner like you would with a normal 
mouse, which alleviates much of the pressure 
created in the forearm area during mouse use. You 
will find this to be a more natural position for the 
hand and forearm which should result in safer and 
more comfortable computing.
